Village of Berkeley Annual Picnic & Car Show 

     During the American Revolution, the legal separa-

tion of the American colonies from Great Britain oc-

curred on July 2, 1776, when the Second Continental 

Congress voted to approve a resolution of independ-

ence that had been proposed in June by Richard Henry 

Lee of Virginia. After voting for independence, Con-

gress turned its attention to the Declaration of  Inde-

pendence, a statement explaining this decision, which 

had been prepared by a Committee of  Five, with Tho-

mas Jefferson as its principal author.  From the outset, 

Americans celebrated independence on July 4, the date 

shown on the much-publicized Declaration of  Inde-

pendence, rather than on July 2, the date the resolution 

of independence was approved in a closed session of 

Congress.
