University.  John’s law office is located in Broadview.  He is very active with 
the Disabled American Veterans and serves on several Veteran Administra-
tion Committees.  He is a community veteran member of both the Hines Insti-
tutional Review board and the Central Institution Review Board in Washing-
ton, D.C.  Committed to making our community a better place to live, Mr. 
Gorey worked as a paid-on-call firefighter in Hillside for ten years and served 
many years on the Board of Directors for the Boys and Girls Club of Bellwood-
Hillside.    
 

Men and women from the Military, 
Scout Groups and schools such at Roberto Clemente High School, Lane Tech, 
Steinmetz Academic Center, Corliss High School, Senn High School, Moose-
heart, Phoenix Military Academy, Proviso West and Proviso East High 
Schools take pride in marching in this special tribute to our Veterans.
